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REMOVE DEAD
OR DRY LEAVES

Reduce thick layers of pine
needles to a depth of 2".
Do not remove all needles.
Take care not to disturb the
“duff” layer (dark area at
the ground surface where
needles are decomposing)
if present. Remove dead
leaves, twigs, cones, and
branches.

MOW OR CUT
GRASS

Once grasses and
wildflowers have dried

out or “cured”, mow to 3"
within the defensible space
area.

TRIM TREES

Remove all dead leaves,
branches, twigs, and
needles still attached to
living trees and shrubs

to a height of 15" above
ground. Remove all standing
dead trees from within the
defensible space area.
